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	Peter Booth obtained his initial degrees and an MSc at Rhodes University, Grahamstown, South Africa. He was awarded a PhD from the University of Cape Town (1990) on the Proterozoic geology at the Bushmanland/Richtersveld contact in Namaqualand. Peter commenced his working career in 1968 as an exploration geologist for mining and exploration companies (12 years in diamonds, gold, base-metals and uranium).
