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	Marco Andreoli1 obtained a Geology Ph. D. from Wits in 1982, when he joined what is now the South African Nuclear Energy Corporation.  Over more than 30 years Marco conducted geological investigations at several nuclear-related facilities and his interests include environmental radioactivity (e.g. Steenkampskraal), neotectonics and the tectonic setting of the Pelindaba-Cradle of Humankind site area. Marco was first to discover the giant Morokweng impact crater in the southern Kalahari and co-authored a paper in Nature describing the intersection of a pristine meteorite clast at a depth of almost 800 m in its melt sheet. Marco also ca-authored a much publicized paper in Earth and Planetary Science Letters reporting the discovery of a diamond-bearing pebble from the Libyan Desert Glass area of SW Egypt as a possible cometary relic.  Marco, now a consultant, has published more than 35 peer-reviewed articles and received a C1 rating by the South African NRF.
